Controlled by the world-age

Controlled by being human (the flesh)


Mankind dead and disobedient and therefore damned


Where all people are still now


When God gave life to dead rebels


Why the ‘but God…’ still matters even though BT means predestination


Because the fact that He is being merciful matters


Because the fact that God is being loving matters


To display God’s kindness and grace


What salvation is


Normally in the Old Testament, it means ‘saved from future wrath at judgment’ – 2.3


Present salvation as well


2.4-5 Redemption and being transformed (from dead to God to being alive to God) - being alive in faith


2.6-7 Salvation is being possessed by God, 1.8-14 to serve His Son eternally – the hope


Seated us with Him


a. Following: Salvation is death to life in terms of being transformed from an obedient follower of Satan to following God’s King (1.9-11)


b. Walking: Being alive to walk obediently in good works (by and of the Holy Spirit) as opposed to being dead in disobedient trespasses and sins


Together with Christ!


Summary


How this happened in us: ‘through faith’


Assuming this faith is the faith of the believers, what was the object of this faith?


God raised us to life with the same power that raised Christ – the work is one and the same then with the same scope of outcomes – it’s all one project!


What God’s love is


What God’s love looks like in people transformed – 2.10


God’s love = The gift  for good works


The crux of the life of love of ch. 4-6: the change of the man you are, from the inside.


God’s gift = God’s grace = God’s predestination = God’s love


Know what you are now


God’s design: The inclusio of 2.2-10, our purpose


The gift for being holy and blameless in love by grace


A gift of love to the damned


(God’s incredible infinite power)



From walking the wrong way to God's way (the 'inclusio')


Section 1 -'(Eph 2:2 ESV) you once walked, following the course of this world, following the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that is now at work in the sons of disobedience (Eph 2:2 ESV)'
Section 3 - '(Eph 2:10 ESV) created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand, that we should walk in them. (Eph 2:10 ESV)'


From being dead to being raised to life


Section 1- '(Eph 2:1-2 ESV) you were dead in the trespasses and sins'
Section 2- '(Eph 2:5 ESV)  5 even when we were dead in our trespasses, made us alive together with Christ


by God's grace you have been saved


Section 2 - '(Eph 2:5 ESV) by grace you have been saved (Eph 2:5 ESV)'
Section 3 - '(Eph 2:8-9 ESV) by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your own doing; it is the gift of God,


 9 not a result of works, so that no one may boast. (Eph 2:8-9 ESV)'
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
