Review: Saul the people’s king could have stayed on if he had just fulfilled the conditions of the ‘it will be well.’ (1 Sam. 12:14) as specified in ch 12, but he didn’t.

What should have been learnt by now from part 2

The Lord’s anointed is exactly that – God’s king. Ps. 2 sets the tone and the realities for it all.

The Marks of the true Messiah - the David difference continued (from part 1) – the king who knows who is truly King over all kings

David is like Jesus in his God-centeredness, but Jesus … a step up from David

David shows mercy the kingdom way, as a servant, which is mercy that is taught and framed by kingship, as opposed to the world’s mercy which is motivated by both utility or personal standards of morality

David is also word obedient

God uses the weak who believe in God more than anything or anyone

The David difference ultimately: In the end, David is suitable because he is the Lord’s king as opposed to ours. This is the biblical doctrine of election

Marked by the priests and the ephod going to David

Because David is the man after God’s own heart and mind – God is so God for him that nothing else comes close

David delights in God - a man after God’s own heart


The Christ fulfilled – Micah 5:2, Matt. 2:6

The spirit of the Lord

Grief and anger as the mark of the Messiah who has God’s spirit beyond measure

You cannot deny God’s sovereignty

Facts to accept about the Lord’s sovereignty as manifest in His king’s kingship and kingdom

1. The Christ will be delivered by the LORD

As seen in the many repeated statements of the Lord being with him

2. The Lord will not fail to set up his Messiah’s ascension to the throne by gathering people to him - David grew stronger, Saul has grown weaker

God will render powerless the powerful

Better to be willing like Jonathan, who in this chapter had earlier done the following, and as a contrast to Saul’s violence against the Lord’s anointed

3. All will bow down to God’s king - Ps. 2:12

2 Sam. 10  

4. God’s Lordship is exercised in a way when even rebels will learn the truth of this

Who is King, who kills who, who saves who, who is the True and final priest-King

What this means for you is … 

Imitate Christ by learning from David’s own experience - imitate the Davidic difference

Progress in yearning for the King – learn that progression in the Davidic difference

Fearing God, loving him, loving Jesus, following his commands

Or you get the king that you deserve - ch 22:6f c.f. 1 Sam. 8

Christianity is catching up to the reality that what matters is what matters to God. Even David’s and Saul’s own opinions of themselves, their self-doubt or their sin matters less than how God takes those things.

What this means covenantally – 2 Sam. 7 in terms of the Gospel

A sinful Messiah - 2 Sam. 11- At his peak is David even worse in sin than Saul? 

2 Sam. 11

The list of great fighting men ends with Uriah

2nd Samuel – the training of the Messiah’s heart

God’s punishment  & disciplining of the Messiah’s heart

Tamar, Amnon, Absalom in 2 Sam. 13-15

2 Sam. 19, 20, David survives the coup according to God’s plan, but more trouble comes – Sheba 

Next, the people suffer because of Saul, 2 Sam. 21

Thus, understood in the right light, possibly the key to understanding the whole of Samuel, 2 Sam. 24:14
