1. Always hallow God’s Name (Luke 11.2; Matt. 6.9)

· Isn’t His name already hallowed? (Psalm 99.1-5)

· Whose prayer does God listen to? (Matt. 6.7, 15.8; Exodus 4.22, Hosea 11.1; Jer. 11.11-15)

· Who is the beloved? (2 Sam. 7.14; Matt. 3.16-4.4)

Reflect. Do you recognize what it costs to address God as Father? 

2. Identify with God's purpose for His Kingdom (Luke 11.3; Matt. 6.10)
· How will we desire “Your kingdom come”? (Mark 1.15)

· Who will hallow God’s name and how? (Eze. 36.18–21; 36.27–28; John 17.1-4; 6-9)

· ‘Prayer is a response to the gospel of God and as a petition that the gospel will achieve its purpose.’[footnoteRef:1] (Isa. 55.10-11) [1:  Goldsworthy, Prayer and the Knowledge of God.] 


3. Humble yourselves before God and submit to His life-giving kingship by…
· Feeding on the bread of life for your entire existence (Luke 11.3; Matt. 6.11 cf. Deut. 8.2-4; 8.6-9)

· Forgiving as you have been forgiven (Luke 11.4; Matt. 6.11)

· Forsaking your former way of life and Following the Son’s way (Luke 11.4; Matt. 6.13)
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
