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Guest Sunday: Is there a place for me in God's plan?

That’s especially helpful for us today on this Guest Sunday - as we ask ourselves whether there is a place in God’s plan for us - one thing that I think we need to ask ourselves is where do we see ourselves belonging to?

[bookmark: _ar1w5n2yudpc]But this understanding of God being at war with the world is something everyone in that camp, including Hobab, were meant to understand. Because it took God A LOT — in that one year and two months — to make arrangements such that He can even be with them in the camp.


[bookmark: _gdbedgmn4ikl]The arrangement of the camp makes it really clear how God is at odds with us.


[bookmark: _2xpc99dbuitu]So what Hobab did is Ho-bad - very bad.


[bookmark: _irlx9u5vzrj7]Now for any of us to be part of God’s camp, it takes a miracle (being a Christian is a miracle) because only God can make anyone his people.


[bookmark: _mwkczqisce4n]So, sin is a blindness that infects our very being - and it takes nothing less than God’s work in His Spirit to unblind us.


[bookmark: _pl9nviqwgzwv]And all this can only come about, because of Jesus’ finished work on the cross - that’s why the Passover was so important for them to pay attention to and keep at the appointed time.
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
