Christocentric-soteriology: for the sake of Christ (Phi 1:29) – 'slaves of Christ'


Christian behaviour and action: 'striving side by side for the faith of the gospel,’ (Phi 1:27)


Active ecclesiology: For Him = for His church


Suffering as witness


Theologically: ‘from God.’ (Phi 1:28)


Biblically theologically – the choice between the fall of the world vs. the good that comes with suffering


Treasuring Christ in your very being:


Joy in Suffering – the thinking of a Christian from all of the above
