1.3 There must be a space of at least 350 millimeters above the filter cover to allow filter replacement.
2 Drill a hole on the wall
2.1 Drill a hole with a diameter of 270 millimeters on the wall with thickness more than 10 millimeters.
3 Prepare a power socket or wire the power supply
3.1 Select a position to install a power socket and wire the power supply.
4 Complete the installation
4.1 Put the connecting tube for thick walls into the hole. Install the fan filter to the tube and onto the wall.
4.2 Plug the power supply to the device. Test the remote control.
