2. Before connecting the kettle to the power supply, check that the voltage indicated on

the appliance (underside the kettle & base) corresponds with the voltage in your home.
If this is not the case, contact your dealer and stop using the kettle.

3. Do not let the cord hang over the edge of a table or counter or touch a hot surface.

4. Do not place on or near a hot gas or electric burner or in a heated oven.

5. Do not operate the appliance without anything in it to avoid damaging the heat elements.

6. Ensure that the kettle is used on a firm and flat surface out of reach of children, this will

prevent the kettle from overturning and avoid damage or injury.

7. To protect against a fire, electric shock, or personal injury, do not immerse cord,

electric plugs or kettle in water or other liquids.

8. While water is boiling, or just after the water has been boiled, avoid contacting with steam

from the spout.

9. Always take care to pour boiling water slowly and be carefully without tipping the kettle too fast.

10. Be careful of refilling when the kettle is hot.

11. This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years and above if they have been
given supervision or instruction concerning use of the appliance in a safe way and if they
understand the hazards involved. Cleaning and user maintenance shall not be made by
children unless they are older than 8 and supervised. Keep the appliance and its cord out of
reach of children aged less than 8 years.

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BEFORE USING YOUR KETTLE

If you are using the kettle for the first time, it is recommended that you should clean your kettle
before use by boiling the Max capacity of water once and then discarding the water twice.
Wipe the surface with a damp cloth.

[ NOTE : The max capacity of kettle is 1.5L. ]

BOIL-DRY PROTECTION

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DIGITAL KETTLE OPERATION

1. Position the kettle base on a dry and flat surface and away from any potential heat source.

2. Unwind the length of cord required to reach the mains electrical outlet. Ensure the cord does
not hang over the work surface edge.

3. Remove the kettle from the base.

4. Open the lid. Fill the kettle with cool water, between the MIN and MAX markings located
inside the kettle.

5. Close the lid and place the kettle back onto its base. Make sure that the lid is securely closed
before boiling.

NOTE : Always remove the kettle from its base before filling. Do not fill the kettle
above the MAX mark or below the MIN mark on the water gauge.

6. Plug the kettle into the mains electrical outlet.

7. Press the power switch and its indicator will light up, and then the kettle starts to boil the water.
Once you have made your touch-control selection, the kettle will sound with notification tone,
indicating that the selected function is about to start.The display shows the real-time
temperature, the 40°C, 60°C and 90°C setting lights will be on, the default selection is 100°C,
and the 100°C light flashes, then enter into temperature selection stage.
Press the "+ and "= keys to select the temperature. During the temperature selection
process, the selected temperature light keep flashing and the other light stay on.

NOTE:

1.) When the kettle enter into temperature selection stage, If there is no operation within
10 minute, the buzzer will sounds 3 times, All lights are off, and the product enters

the standby state.

2.) Using the S “="key,you can choose the temperature what you want,but after
choose the temperature,you need press the "ON" key to start the kettle,otherwise,
the kettle will not start working. 0a key can add the temperature only, “=” key can
subtract the temperature only.

3) The display should always display the real-time temperature after power on.

4) The default selection is 100°C after power on.

5) After entering the working state, you can only exit the program by pressing the

"OFF" key.

6) There will be +5°C tolerance different from the setting temperature.
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7) During operation, the digital display will illuminate with real time temperature and
count up as the water temperature increases.The digital display will also countdown
in real time as the water temperature decreases.

NOTE : Ensure that switch is free of obstructions and the lid is firmly closed,
the kettle will not turn off if the switch if be constrained or if the lid is opening.

REMOVAL OF MINERAL DEPOSITS

Your kettle should be periodically descaled as the mineral deposits in tap water may form scale

on the bottom of kettle so as to cause the operation less efficiency. You can use

the commercially available descaler and follow the instructions on the package of descaler.

Alternatively, you may follow below instructions using the white vinegar.

1. Fill the kettle with 3 cups of white vinegar, then adding water to the amount so as to cover
the bottom of kettle completely. Leave the solution in the kettle overnight.

2. Then discard the mixture in the kettle, then filling the kettle with clean water to the maximum
position, boiling and then discard the water. Repeat several times until the odor of vinegar
has been flushes away. Any stains remaining inside the spout can be removed by rubbing.
