Safety Precautions

WARNING

Do not pull or deform the power supply cord. Pulling and misuse of the power supply
cord can result in damage to the unit and cause electrical shock.

Be careful not to expose your body directly to the outlet air for a long time. It may affect
your physical conditions.

When using the air conditioner for infants, children, elderly, bedridden, or disabled people
make sure the room temperature is suitable for those in the room.

Never insert objects into the unit. Inserting objects can result in injury due to the high
speed rotation of internal fans.

Ground the air conditioner without fail. Do not connect the grounding wire to gas pipe,
water pipe, lightning rod or telephone grounding wire. Incomplete grounding may cause
electric shock.

If anything is abnormal with the air conditioner (ex. a burning smell), stop the operation
immediately and turn the circuit breaker OFF.

The appliance shall be installed in accordance with national wiring regulations. Improper
cable connection can cause the power supply cord, plug and the electrical outlet to
overheat and cause fire.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or its service
agent or a similarly qualified person in order to avoid hazards. Use only the manufacturer-
specified power cord for replacement.

Do not splash or pour water directly on the unit. Water can cause electrical shock or
equipment damage.

Do not attempt to install/remove/repair the unit by yourself. Incorrect work will cause
electric shock, water leak, fire etc. Consult your dealer or other qualified service
personnel for the installation/removal/repair of the unit.

Open a window or door periodically to ventilate the room, especially when using gas
appliances.

Do not place a vessel with water on the unit. If water penetrates into the unit, electrical
insulations may deteriorate and cause electric shock.

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Trouble Shooting

Check the following points before calling for service.

The unit does not respond
* The unit will be in a pending state for some time after it is turned off or the operating
mode is changed. This is to protect the unit. Wait 3 minutes before operating the unit.

Odors from the unit

Household odors may be taken into the indoor unit and are blown out. Take following
countermeasures:

» Perform AFTER CARE operation (EN-20).

» Perform maintenance on Prefilter and/or Main Filter.

If used in an environment with strong odors, such as from smoking or barbecuing, the
filter may start to emit odors for a few weeks to months.

« If odors remain even after cleaning filters, replace the Main Filter.

Cracking noise
 Cracking sound may be caused by friction between parts of the unit that expand or
contract due to temperature changes.

A low buzzing noise
» Plasmacluster lons generator may generate a low buzzing sound. You can turn off the
ion generator (EN-18).

Swishing noise
* Refrigerant flowing inside the unit and pipes may generate swishing sound. It is normal.

Mist from air outlet of indoor unit
* In COOL mode, condensation may cause mist. If it is dripping, call for service.

The outdoor unit does not stop
« After the unit is turned off, the outdoor unit will run the fan for approximately one minute
to cool down.

The unit does not start
» Check to see if the circuit breaker has tripped or the fuse has blown.

The unit does not cool effectively

» Check the filters. Clean them if dirty.

» Check the outdoor unit to make sure nothing is blocking the air inlet or outlet.

» Make sure the setting mode and temperature are as desired.

* Make sure windows and doors are closed tightly and the room is well-insulated.

The unit does not receive remote control signals

» Make sure batteries in remote control are installed properly and not old or weak.
Replace them with new ones if required.

« Direct the remote control to the unit’s signal receiver window and try sending the signal
again.

Air conditioner keeps running after turned off
* AFTER CARE automatically starts after running AUTO, COOL or DRY mode (EN-20).
