BEFORE FIRST USE

« Unpack all packaging materials.
» Refer to the “Maintenance and Clean” section before you clean and dry the appliance.

HOW TO OPERATE

. Loosen the snap joint, open the upper cover.

. You can choose the intended tray: a plurality of baking trays is optional.

. Itis only allowed to change a tray when the appliance completely cools down.
. To change the baking tray, open the main unit at 100° unfolding angle.

. Remove one tray, mount the lower portion first, gently press down until a clear click is heard,
the tray is mounted.

. Remove the other tray, mount the upper portion first, gently press down until a clear click is
heard, the tray is mounted.

. The baking tray is pressed by hand so there would be some error, which is considered as
normal tolerance. Once the baking tray has been mounted to the unit, a slight shaking will
not prevent the unit from being used properly.

8. Make sure that the baking tray is correctly mounted in the unit and that it is fixed inside

the groove.
9. Plug in the AC 220V/50Hz power source
10. Turn the timer knob and the heating plate will start to heat up, the indicator light will become
lit. Adjust to 2-3 minutes for warming up, when the set time is up, a "click" sound will be
heard, which mean the warming up process is done.

11. After warming up, open the cover as instructed on the recipe, brush food oil immediately,

then pour in an appropriate amount of the mixed batter.

12. Cover up immediately after pouring the batter, turn the timer knob to set the time. (

Refer to recipe requirements for time length of heating).

13. After the set time is up, a “click” sound will be heard, which means the heating process is

done.

14. A slight smell and smoke may occur for the first use. This is normal, transient, and harmless

phenomenon. Only make sure that it is well-ventilated.

15. Open the cover immediately after the heating time is up, take out food with caution and be

aware of the hot food.
