¢ Chenghuang Temple Commercial Area - Stepping into the old streets of Shanghai, you feel

like you've traveled back to the bustling market of Shanghai 100 years ago. This street, located within
the Yuyuan commercial tourist area, has a unique style and serves as a multifunctional street
combining tourism sightseeing, shopping, leisure entertainment, and cultural displays. Historically
known as Temple Front Street, it was home to some of Shanghai's earliest banks, jewelry shops, silver
houses, taverns, teahouses, theaters, and businesses.

Guangfulin Ruins Park + Waterborne Pyramid-shaped Museum - The most peculiar
building in Shanghai is a museum that floats on water. It cost 20 billion yuan and took 10 years to build.
It's truly unique because it seems to float on the lake, resembling a modern Chinese-style pyramid.
When viewed from a distance, it looks like only the roof of a house is visible on the lake, as if it's
submerged in water.

¢ Tang Bohu Garden - During the early Qing Dynasty, some structures of Taohua An remained intact.

Shen Mingsheng, a renowned physician, acquired the residence during the reign of the Shunzhi
Emperor. He expanded it with pavilions, terraces, and Changning Pond, adorned with lotus and
hibiscus flowers. Mingsheng also erected Rongjing Pavilion over the pond. Mo Yanga composed a
poem, "Sending Mr. Mingsheng off to his new home in Liuru," praising the elegance of the new
residence. Later, monks Chanlin and Daoxin converted the site into Bao Hua Temple during the
Qianlong Emperor's reign, which remains as an ancient temple today.

Xiangmen Ancient City Wall + Climbing the Ancient City Wall - Originally named
Jiangmen, Xiangmen is located in the eastern part of Suzhou, Jiangsu Province, China. It earned its
name because it was once a gathering place for various artisans and craftsmen. According to legend,
King Helu of Wu once ordered the master swordsmith Gan Jiang to set up a furnace here to forge
swords, hence it was also called Gan's Gate. Later, it was renamed "Xiangmen" due to a change in
pronunciation.

Jinji Lake Scenic Spot - It is an open national 5A-level tourist attraction located in the Jinji Lake
Business District of Suzhou Industrial Park, with a total area of 11.5 square kilometers, including a
water area of 7.4 square kilometers. As the only "National Business Tourism Demonstration Zone" in
the country, the Jinji Lake Business Tourism Area and the ancient garden city complement each other,
jointly forming the dual-sided embroidery of Suzhou tourism, blending ancient charm with modern
style.

West Lake Scenic Area - Renowned both domestically and internationally for its beautiful lake
views and numerous famous historical sites, West Lake is a famous tourist destination in China, often
referred to as a paradise on Earth. On June 24, 2011, the "Cultural Landscape of West Lake,
Hangzhou, China" was officially inscribed on the UNESCO World Heritage List.

Liulang Wenying Park - During the Southern Song Dynasty, it served as an imperial garden known
as Jujing Garden. In the Qing Dynasty, the old scenes of Liulang Wenying were restored. Now it's
Liulang Wenying Park, located in the southeast corner of West Lake, covering an area of about 21
hectares. The garden layout is spacious, fresh, elegant, and simple. Willows complement purple
nanmu trees, cedar trees, magnolias, peaches, cherry blossoms, and roses. It's an ideal place to
admire the picturesque scenery of the West Lake, with a broad view, fresh air, and a serene
atmosphere.

¢ Turtle Head Isle Scenic Area - Located at No. 1 Yuezhu Road in Binhu District, Wuxi City,

Jiangsu Province, China, Turtle Head Peninsula lies across the northwest shore of Lake Tai. Covering
an area of 5.39 square kilometers, it's named for a rock resembling a turtle lifting its head. Poet Guo
Moruo praised it as "The best of Lake Tai is ultimately found at Turtle Head." It's the largest landscape
garden in Jiangnan, featuring attractions like Hidden Beauty of the Mountains, Deer Summit Greeting
the Sun, and more.

WUZHEN WEST SCENIC AREA

¢ Wuzhen West Scenic Area - Located on West Street in Wuzhen, Tongxiang City, Zhejiang

Province, adjacent to the Beijing-Hangzhou Grand Canal, this area covers 4.92 square kilometers. It
has a subtropical monsoon climate and is a AAAAA scenic area focused on business tourism and
leisure vacations. Key attractions include the Maodun Former Memorial Hall, Xiging Hall, and the
Natural Dyeing Workshop. Visitors can explore historical sites, handicraft workshops, exhibitions, folk
customs, and leisure venues, enjoying the breathtaking natural scenery, particularly the stunning night

views.
