ITINERARY 

 
 

Day 01: ARRIVE CHRISTCHURCH  

Arrive into Christchurch Airport, pick up rental car and drive to your 
accommodation. Relax and explore the “Garden City” of Christchurch.  

 

Day 02: CHRISTCHURCH – QUEENSTOWN (6hrs 30mins, 550km) 

This morning, have a scenic drive to Mount Cook National Park region via 
the MacKenzie to catch a glimpse of the mighty Mount Cook. At 3755 
metres, it is the highest peak in New Zealand. Weather permitting; you 
might want to take an optional scenic flight up to Tasman Glacier, the 
world's largest glacier outside of Antarctica. Enjoy some fabulous photo 
opportunities along the way.  

 

Day 03: QUEENSTOWN  

There are many options for you to enjoy in the alpine resort town of 
Queenstown.  Visit the Skyline complex with an included journey on the 
gondola, marvel at the stunning views in the steepest cable car lift in the 
Southern Hemisphere. Follow by a free luge ride, a thrilling ride for all 
ages and abilities and one of the top things to do in Queenstown. You can 
also join some optional tours to Jetboating, horse riding, 4WD Safari tour, 
water rafting and many more!   

 

Day 04: MILFORD SOUND (7hrs, 575km) 

Full day tour to Milford Sound, a touring highlight in the South Island. Follow 
the southern arm of Lake Wakatipu to Lumsden, and onward to Lake Te 
Anau. Enter the Eglinton Valley and travel through the Homer Tunnel to 
reach Milford Sound. Take a scenic Milford Sound Cruise. A full length 
cruise of Milford Sound in modern, purpose built vessels offers magnificent 
views of the Mitre Peak and Bowen Falls.

To complete your South Island journey, return to Christchurch. You may 
visit some city attractions such as Mona Vale, Hagley Park, Cashmere 
Hills, Avon River and Bridge of Remembrance etc. 

 

Day 07: DEPART CHRISTCHURCH 

Drive to Christchurch airport and drop off rental car. Depart New 
Zealand for your flight home.
